Join the increasing population of fisherwomen by learning the basics of this creative and peaceful sport. During this day-long clinic, you’ll cover the key components of catch and release fishing, including rod and reel set-up, casting, tying knots and avoiding line snags. Includes fly fishing gear.

What Should I Expect on a Women’s Wilderness Course?

You can expect to learn a lot, do a lot, laugh a lot, and be tired out by the end of the day! Our intention is to teach you the skills to go out and have your own adventures, and to have fun in the process. Women’s Wilderness Institute courses are real-life adventures, rather than guided expeditions, and you can expect to give a hand in all the aspects of the day, including carrying gear, preparing lunch, and packing up, and to always have a say in whatever you’re doing.

What Do I Need to Bring?
Not much! After you have enrolled you will be sent a packet that includes a list of things to bring. Women’s Wilderness will supply all fly-fishing gear and food for the day. In most cases we can loan you outdoor clothing if needed, including raingear and fleece clothes. If you need to borrow anything, please let us know before your course. You are responsible for purchasing your own fly fishing permit PRIOR to the course.  These can be purchased at a local fly shop, online at http://wildlife.state.co.us/fishing or over the phone at  (800) 244-5613. Cost of license = $9/day or $26 annual (resident) $56 (non-resident).

Where are we going?

This course will take place in the Boulder/Nederland area. More information on the exact location will be provided via email a week or so before the course start. This course will begin at 8am and end at 5pm.
How Will I Get to the Course Site?
We’ll meet at the designated fishing site at 8am. As stated above, the exact location of the site will be emailed to you a week or so before the course start. You’ll be responsible for getting yourself to and from the fishing site, which is about a 30 minute drive from Boulder. Most groups choose to carpool; we’ll get you in touch with other participants on the course a week or so before the course leaves to facilitate carpooling.

What Will We Eat? 

We’ll pack a great lunch and plenty of snacks.  If you have favorite snack items feel free to bring them along as well.  We have vegetarian and meat protein options, and we can accommodate some common food allergies and dietary needs. If you have dietary restrictions, or you’d like to bring your own lunch, please let us know several days before your course.

What about Fitness?
This course doesn’t require excellent aerobic fitness, but good health is essential and overall fitness is a plus. 

Payment Schedule & Cancellation Policy

Payment in full is required for all one-day clinics. The $50 application fee that is included in the course cost is non-refundable, unless for some reason we cannot accept you on the course. 

Cancellation Policy – Please Read!

Our cancellation/refund policy is based on our investment in staff time, course planning, and food and equipment purchases before your course. Course tuition includes a $50 nonrefundable application fee.

Cancellation refunds will be given according to the following schedule:

Days prior to course start:

More than 60 days: 100% of full tuition minus $50 application fee.

21-59 days:  50% minus $50 application fee.

8-20 days:  No refunds, however 50% minus the $50 application fee may be transferred to another course in 2012.
7 days or less: No refunds or transfers.

If we cancel a trip: TWWI reserves the right to cancel a trip if sign-up is inadequate to make the trip economically feasible for us to operate. If this happens, we will fully refund the stated cost including the application fee.  However, TWWI is not responsible for additional expenses incurred by you in preparing for the trip, e.g. transportation costs, gear, etc.
